Relief Effort in Haiti 
“The human tragedy unfolding in Haiti is heartbreaking and it calls 
all of us to action to help the people impacted by the earthquake. 
We pray for those who have perished, for the injured, for the dis-
placed and for relief personnel who are courageously working to 
assist the people of Haiti at this difficult and sad time. We ask God 
to bless Haiti and to be merciful in their hour of need. The destruc-
tion witnessed has devastated a poor nation of people who cry out 
now for the help of the world community. The Archdiocese of Boston 
will do its part in assisting our brothers and sisters in Haiti.”
